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TWO  DAY  HIGH P OWER CL INIC     M arch 29-30, 2003

We started the year
with the 

Snowbird and Orange Blossom Regional at Port
Malabar Rifle and Pistol Club in Palm Bay, Both
matches were filled to near capacity and were a
huge success and a two day clinic was held by the
USAMU.
