All ammo must be the military
ball type, no reloads, no lead projectiles.
One may have a new stock, such as a
Boyds but it also must conform to the
original dimensions.

500 M Clay Bird Match, any rifle any sight
off of any rest, any safe reload.   Also they
offer a 100yd four gun (2 guns in rimfire and 2 in
Center Fire, if anyone is interested have them contact
Gene for specifics) Calender – the 100 yd Pistol is shot
on the 2  Saturday of each month.
