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On the fourth weekend in April, shooters from throughout
the State gathered at the Hernando Sportsman’s Club to
participate in the 2005 Florida Sunshine Games
International Pistol and Conventional Pistol Matches. 19
shooters registered to shoot the International Match on
Saturday and 28 shooters signed up for Conventional Pistol
on Sunday. Preparations had been made for a weekend of
great shooting but the weather gods had other ideas.

The first match fired on Saturday was Air Pistol. The
match went well with Bob Vogel from Branford taking first
with a 549 out of 600. Herb Given, a junior from Winter
Haven also shot a strong score, taking second with a 541

535. Among the women, Danielle Rebman, a junior from
Floral City took first with a 363 out of 400. She just edged
out Mary Lou Garcia from Lake Clarke with a 362, and
Peggy Dates from Ocala with a 357. This will be
Danielle’s last year competing among the juniors and like
her brother Keith, she’s making her presence felt among the
top adult shooters in the State.

Then came the rains and thunder..

The Standard Pistol match was shot under darkening skies
and gathering wind. By the end of the Precision Stage, the
rain was pounding hard and lightening was striking VERY
close by. Although shooting on a covered firing line, the
blowing wind caused competitors to move the benches back
to prevent equipment from a soaking. Because of the close
lightening strikes, and the pounding rain, a delay/lunch
break was called. Even with those distractions, the
father/daughter team of Dan and Danielle Rebman’s scores
showed they were the pair to beat. Dan won the match with
a 542 and Danielle was close with a 536 out of 600. Bob
Vogel once again filled the winners stand with a 522. The
rain delay didn’t help Herb Given though, a series of

malfunctions forced his early retirement for the rest of the
day.

Center fire/Sport Pistol was fired in off and on rain. By
now the cardboard target backers were beginning to
delaminate but the competitors were adapting to conditions
with great spirits. At this time Sonny Kallai dropped out.

Bob Vogel charged back with top scores in Center fire of
559 followed by Dan Rebman 537 and Gene Pitts 531.
Danielle took the Sport Pistol gold with a 559 followed by
Peggy Dates and Mary Lou Garica.

It was 5:00 pm and the only event left was Free Pistol. The
call went out over the PA system for a show of hands “who
wants to shoot Free Pistol”.

Dan Rebman took the first series with a 256 over
Bob Vogel’s 250, but Bob held out in the end with a win of
507 out of 600 followed by Dan with 495 and Gene Pitts
with 488.

After an hour
and a half, Randy Erickson from Jacksonville had taken
the lead with an 869 out of 900. A very respectable
score under the circumstances. Then came Bob Vogel
with an 837, and Ron Habegger with an 819. Among
the Experts, Jack Ragsdale of Tampa edged out Dennis
Garcia from Lake Clarke by one X with both scoring
846. Ben Valdez of Atlantic Beach was hot on their
heels with an 845. Dana Baygents from Jacksonville
was the top gun in sharpshooter class with an 816. Dana
has been ruling the sharpshooter class in conventional
pistol this year with wins at the State Championship and
the Dixie Matches. Whitney Saunders from Jacksonville
led the marksmen with a score of 791.

By the end of the center fire match, the wind and
equipment was taking its toll on shooters and scores.
Gun boxes that weren’t secured to the bench were blown
to the ground and a few cross fires were called. The
master classification still found Randy in the lead, but
now Ron Habegger had worked his way into second.
Gene Pitts took third. Ben Valdez out shot Jack
Ragsdale to take first and second respectively in the
expert class, with Dana Baygents and Whitney Saunders

still holding gold in Sharpshooter and Marksman classes.

The forty-five caliber match was much the same as the

Like many of you, we all work hard and often wait for years to be able to take this class, sometimes traveling
several hours away from home (and at considerable time and expense) to become an NRA Instructor. This is
your opportunity to attend the course locally at Gateway Rifle & Pistol Club in Jacksonville, FL.

This is a very intensive 20 hours of training that will be conducted over two days. Day one of the class will
present the student with Basic Instructor Training (BIT) guidelines. On day two, candidates will teach the
classroom and range portions of the NRA Basic Pistol Course in accordance with those instructor guidelines and
will be evaluated on their performance. Testing and evaluations will be done at the end of day two.

Graduates of this class will be recommended to the NRA for appointment as NRA Certified Instructors in NRA
Basic Pistol, NRA First Steps Pistol, and NRA Home Firearm Safety courses. Once appointed by the NRA as an
instructor, you will be able to conduct these basic courses. The graduates of your Basic Pistol Course or First
Steps Pistol Course will also qualify to apply for a Florida concealed carry license. Additionally, after
conducting several classes, you may become eligible to attend a Training Counselor Workshop.

This class is being offered at a reduced tuition rate of only $140 for GRPC members and $150 for nonmembers.
Because of the way this curriculum is designed, a minimum of six students must enroll for the class to convene.
Class size is limited to 10 and will be on a first registered / first qualified basis.

The first step toward enrolling for this class is completing a pre-assessment. The NRA expects that instructor
candidates have already successfully completed the NRA Basic Pistol Course. Contact Tom Eichling, preferably
by email, at photodoc91@bellsouth.net or (904) 891-0227 to begin the application process, for assistance with
hotel plans, or to ask any questions and / or address any issues or concerns you may have regarding the class.

Co. of Statesville, N.C. They
are also called Bulldog No. 3 Clips. They fit the frame well and hold in the wind.

gun. The simplest way to reduce firearm - related violence among children is to buy
them a gun and teach them how to use it responsibly. When it comes to preventing
youthful violence, the second amendment apparently works better then the so-call
solutions being proposed by politicians like mandated childproof safety locks on guns.

Now who says this? A detailed study by the federal government entitled “Urban

The standard rifle aggregate matches saw Mary

Watkins 14™ AA, Tobie Lavides 5™ A, Barbara
Greene 11" B.
