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Tips for The Shooting Sports

Practice, Practice and more practice are the keys to success to the shooting sports. It does not matter if you are
experienced or a fresh face beginner there is always room for improvement.

PRACTICE

Practice increases your accuracy. It does not matter how skilled you are two or three practice sessions will make
difference in your scores. Your shooting form is critical when you are away from the range you can work on your
form by practicing follow through and shooting stances.

If you are a beginner find an experience shooters to give you tips.

One important thing is to practice using correct techniques. Practice using bad form and you won’t improve. Find a
friend who is experienced shooter to help you.

SHOOTING FORM

Find your form spread you legs to give you better balance. Keep you head down on the barrel at all times an follow
through every shot. A slight lean will result in a better follow through. Wear the same type of shooting .Clothing
can often throw your shooting form so consistency is important. If you wear bulky clothes one week and light
clothes the next you may experience a difference in your shooting.

GUNS AND AMMO
There are many great guns on the market. As always no matter what gun you shoot it must fit you properly.

MENTAL PREPARATION

A good shooter has a superb mental focus and always pays attention to other shooters. If you are shooting in
competition keep it fun. Treat every shot like its your first and forget missed shots. If you can not accept defeat you
will never excel in competition. Confidence is what keeps the pressure off and comes only through practice.

Whether you are a competitor or just like to shoot. Sport shooting is one of the most fun activities there is. Only
one shot and you’ll be hooked.

To Begin July 10 at Camp Perry, OH

Fairfax, VA-From July 10" to August 14", the National Rifle Association of America will conduct its annual National
Rifle and Pistol Championships--the National Matches--at Camp Perry, near Port Clinton, Ohio. Camp Perry has been
the home of the National Matches since its founding as a military marksmanship base nearly a century ago. The event
is broadly divided into five phases: Pistol, Smallbore 3-Position, Smallbore Prone, High Power, and Long Range.

The matches are unique in that ordinary club shooters may compete on the same firing line as some of America’s
finest marksman, including former Olympians.

"The National Matches are among the largest and most prestigious shooting championships in the world," said NRA
Director of Competitive Shooting M.S. Gilchrist. "This year we expect over 4,000 competitors of all skill levels to visit
Camp Perry to shoot with, and learn from, the finest rifle and pistol shots in the country. Many competitors attend with
their families, not only to compete but also to participate in other activities offered at Camp Perry and in the
surrounding area," Gilchrist added.

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NRA to Sponsor 19th Youth Wildlife Art Contest

The NRA is now accepting entries for its 2006 Y outh
Wildlife Art Contest. The contest, the 19th in the
annual series, is open to students in grades 1 through
12 (including home-schooled children). NRA
membership is not required. The deadline to enter is
October 3, 2006.

Winners in each grade category will receive $500.
Second-place finishers will receive $250, and the
third-place award will be $100.

Entries may be submitted in one of four categories,
based on school grade. Category I includes grades 1
through 3. Category Il is for grades 4 through 6.
Category III covers grades 7 through 9, and Category
IV includes grades 10 through 12. Entries may
portray any North American game bird or animal that
may be legally hunted or trapped. Endangered species
and non-game animals, such as eagles and snakes, are
not eligible subjects. Call (703) 267-1531 if you need
to confirm whether a certain animal or bird is
eligible.

Contestants are limited to one entry each. Entries may
be in a medium of the artist's choice (oil, water color,
pastels, pencil, pen and ink, charcoal, etc.).
Submissions should be on good quality bond or
drawing paper, or illustration board. Preferred sizes
for the image are 8-1/2" x 11" or 11" x 14"; matting
is optional. Entries need not be framed. Composition
must be original. Photographs may be used for

reference, but artwork determined to have been traced
or copied from an existing photograph or work of art
will be disqualified.

Entries must arrive at NRA by October 3, 2006, and
must be accompanied by a brief statement signed by
the student's parent, guardian, or teacher attesting to
the originality of the work and verifying the artist's
grade level as of October 3, 2006. In addition, the
artist's name, age, home address, phone number, and
grade must be printed on the back of the entry or on a
note attached to the back of the entry. Entries will be
judged on effort, creativity, anatomical accuracy, and
composition.

Entries
will be returned only if accompanied by a
self-addressed, stamped envelope. NRA assumes no
responsibility for lost or damaged artwork, and
reserves all rights to reproduce entries. The
immediate families of NRA staff members are not
eligible to enter.
