The 2011 DixieMatches were held at Gateway
Rifle and Pistol Club, Jacksonville, FL on-13

April. This NRA approved Regional Conventional
Pistol Championship was not only a highlight for
many Florida Bullseye shooters, but was also well
attended by Army, Navy and Natial Guard
shooters and civilian competitors from as far away
as lllinois and Maryland.

In my last report made the observation that "many bills are filed, but few actually pass the legisldtuiiact,
in the latest regular session of the Florida legislateagly two dozen bills filed impacted firearm owners in
one way oranother. THREE passed the legislature and were sent to Governor/Aictiitee were nominally
pro-gun.

HB 45 puts teeth into Florida's state firearms preemption law. Under preemption, the state legislature reserv
to itself the authority toegulatefirearms Several countiesr citieshavepassed local gun control ordinanaes
violation of preemption because there weogpenalties for doing sd4dB 45 provides several penalties for

these violationsincluding removal from public officeThe billwas signed into law by Governor Scott on 2

June, but does not take effect until 1 October to give counties in violation time to repalégs

HB 155 prohibits medical practitioners (doctors, nurses, HMOs, etc)from asking patientGrabout

possession, nor can refusal to answer such questions be used to deny service. The bill contains several
exceptions for situations where such questions might be deemed appropriate, such as in certain mental healt
examinations or treatment. Thellwas signed into law by Governor Scott on 2 June and took effect
immediately.

SB 234 as originally filed would have repealed20e year oldorohibition against open carry of firearms,

allowed concealed weapon licensees to carry on college campusescait-of-statepurchases dbng guns

by Florida residents in accordance with federal law, and allow the Department of Agriculture and Consumer
Services to take fingerprints for CWP applications (DOACS manages the concealed weapon licensing progra
in Florida). By the time SB 234 made it to Governor Scott, the campus carry and open carry repeal were
stripped out, despite the fact that the Governor had stated on the campaign trail that he supported repeal of t
open carry prohibition..

time, more than enough to gathe House. The Senateand the White House remain the stumbling blocks.

The Hawkeye State passed sthisdlue concealed carry AND universal reaitign of all state CWLs, effective
1/01/2011. lowa's law only covers concealed HANDGUNS.

Work in the back rooms continues to draft a compreheriaives trade treatythat would severely impact the
right to possess firearms in any coynirhich adopts the treaty?ro-gun nongovernmental organizations
(NGOs) have been frozen out of much of the process.

The good news here is that it takes 67 Senators to ratify any treafjkely today and less likely after the
2012 electionsAnd if the Senate should somehow ratify such a treaty, it still has to pass constitutional muster
by the U.S. Supreme Court.

The InterAmerican Convention Against the lllicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition,
etc" (CIFTA) was passed blge OAS in 1997 and has been ratified by more than two dozen Western
Hemisphere countries. The US and Canada have NOT ratified it. The US Senate has ignored President
Obama's request that we ratify that treaty.
