Rules: This is not an NRA Registered Match, however, NRA High Power Rules will apply. 

Eligibility: Open to anyone.

Entries: Limited to 80 competitors. Early registration is encouraged. Visit the website address above for entry forms and email instructions. This year we will register online, and you may pay either online or by mailing a check to the address listed above. You need not be an FSSA member to register on the site. Please register early.  The entry deadline is November 8, 2016.
All competitors are required to read, sign and date a liability release form at the match. Minor’s forms must be signed by a parent or guardian.

Entry Fees:

Refunds: Will be whatever portion of the entry fee is left after all fixed costs have been paid.

Squadding: FSSA membership and NRA membership numbers and classification cards must be exhibited before squadding assignments are made. Neither FSSA nor NRA membership is required to compete. 

Squadding and briefing begins at 0730 AM.  Squadding will be issued during the briefing by the Statistical Officer in the Registration area behind the 600 yard line. If a competitor fails to present himself at the proper firing point when his relay is called, or fails to show in the Pits before Pits seal, he may lose his right to compete in that event. High Masters and Masters will be grouped together when possible but this is not guaranteed as per Rule, 11.6.7. 

Rifle Allowed & NRA Rule: Current NRA High Power Rifle rules shall govern this event. Rifle categories are Service Rifle (rule 3.1), Match Rifle (3.3). 

Ammunition: Rule 3.17, provided by the competitor.

Scoring & Pits: All competitors shall perform scoring duties.

Competitors must also perform pit duties, or provide a capable substitute (paid or otherwise.) Competitors must report to the pits at the time of their scheduled pit duties, unless excused by the Match Director or CRO. This includes those who have arranged substitute pullers.

Rule 18.15(e) will be enforced. If a substitute fails to perform to the satisfaction of the Chief Pit Officer, and you are not in the pits to take over, you may be disqualified.

Several competitors may share a single substitute if squadding can accommodate this arrangement. Substitutes must report to the Stats Office before squadding and indicate the competitor(s) they represent. Squadding will not be changed after the fact to accommodate shared substitute pullers.

It is recommended that paid pullers be paid in full before going to the pits, and competitors should notify substitutes of this recommendation. However, neither the FSSA nor PMRPC is responsible for arrangements between competitors and substitute pullers.
The pit rotation will be announced during squadding.

Targets: 200 yards - SR target, 300 yards - SR-3 target, 600 yards - MR-1 target. The Port Malabar Rifle and Pistol Club is in the process of acquiring a full complement of electronic targets, but all competitors should be prepared for traditional pit duty in case the targets are not operational by the match date.
Course of Fire: 

Friday December 11, 2016
Match 1: 200 yards standing, 2 sighting shots, 10 shots for record in 12 minutes.
Match 2:  200 yards sitting, 2 sighting shots, 1 string of 10 shots with a magazine change in 60 seconds. 

Match 3: 300 yards prone, 2 sighting shots, 1 string of 10 shots with a magazine change in 70 seconds.

Match 4: 600 yards prone, 2 sighting shots, 20 shots for record in 22 minutes.

Match 5: Aggregate of matches 1, 2, 3 and 4.
Awards: 

There are no awards for matches 1-4.

Florida Governors Rifle Awards: 
The top ten scores in Match 5 will be awarded a Letter of Recognition appointing these ten competitors to the Governors Rifles. You are not required to be a member of the FSSA or the NRA or a resident of Florida to receive this award.

Local rules: All participants are strongly encouraged to wear eye and ear protection on the firing line and eye protection, ear protection and a hat is strongly recommended in the pits. All shooters are required to sign a Release and Hold Harmless Agreement to participate.  All minors (under 18 years) must be under direct adult supervision anywhere on the Port Malabar Rifle and Pistol Club property.

Every competitor is expected to have every shot on paper (includes the full face of the target).  Equipment capable of 15 minutes elevation above the 200 yard zero with bullet muzzle velocity of 2700+/-400 fps is expected.  Come with a 100 or 200, or 300, or 600 zero, we can give you corrections.  If you are unsure of your zero, come early and report your concern when you register.  Before the Match, we will put up a target for 200 or 300 yards to get a zero, and to adjust elevation so the impact is at the top of the short range frame.  We will not accommodate first time installations of new sights. Each shooter is responsible for every round leaving their rifle. Once the Match starts, a non-visible miss may be grounds to pull the competitor from the line, even during the sighting period, at the discretion of the Chief Range Officer.  

The scorer must account for all rounds fired. If a non-visible miss off the target cannot be attributed to a cross fire, then the scorer must inform the line officer. The Chief Range Officer will have the provision to disqualify the competitor for the rest of the match. 

If you develop a sight malfunction, the rules give you time to repair it.  The line officer may insist you go to the 50 yard practice range, or the sight in range, and re-zero before he allows you to resume shooting at 600 yards.  If you cannot resume with your relay in the rule’s time available, the penalty described in the rules will be followed.  We certainly want you to have as much shooting as possible in the scheduled format, but cannot allow an advantage relative to the other competitors, and we will not allow unsafe practices or non-visible misses.  

Scorecards and the Statistical Officer’s report are the official data.

The target frame mechanisms are well balanced so only one able bodied competitor is needed per frame.  In addition, the bullet impact on the berm can be seen easily instead of needing to scan a target face prior to pulling it. 

At time of registration, PLEASE identify any cases of equipment sharing, needs for zeros, needs for help in the pits, new competitors, junior shooters needing an adult, etc.  The Chief Range Officer and the Statistical Officer will do what they can to accommodate/balance the requests via squadding.
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
